As KNX celebrates its 20th
birthday, it is indisputably the
world leader for home and
building automation, thanks
to its exceptional versatility
and openness. In recent years,
KNX has developed particular-
ly strongly in terms of system
properties, international stan-
dardization, international pre-
valence, and productvariety. In
the context of integrated room
automation incorporating
lighting, shading, heating, ven-
tilation and air conditioning
systems, KNX ensures a high
level of comfort and low energy
costs (savings of up to 50%). At
the same time, the use of KNX
in residential construction -
which represents a quantum
leap in comfort and security
compared to conventional
electrical installations — has
increased dramatically (+55%).
Thanks to KNX IP, the scale
and networking possibilities
of KNX systems have also
increased yet further. And
with the user-friendly ETS4,
the wide range of new KNX
applications available, the new
KNX specification 2.0, and a
sharp increase in the number
of KNX manufacturers, the
scene is set for the continued
above-average growth of KNX.

Success is cause to celebrate
but calls for a certain duty
and commitment at the same
time. This also goes for the
KNX' community. Industry,
commerce and small trade
have brought KNX to what
it is today - the leading home
and building automation sy-
stem in the world. At the
light+building trade fair in
Frankfurt this success was
evident.

The large number of booths
which showed KNX solutions
surprised even KNX insiders.
More than 27,000 potential
customersand users could see
first-hand how KNX can make
a building more intelligent,
more economical and more
comfortable at the same time.

More than 27,000 visitors could experience at four KNX booths firsthand, how

KNX can make buildings more intelligent, economical and more comfortable.

A strong community

KNX’s successis continuingun-
abated, underlining its leading
role as the worldwide STAN-
DARD for home and building
control systems (ISO/IEC
14543). The number of KNX
manufacturers has doubled
since the last Light+Building
in 2008, reaching a total of
almost 200 KNX members
from 28 different countries.
More than 40% of the new
KNX' manufacturers come
from countries outside Euro-
pe — and particularly Asia. In
addition, the number of ETS
licenses held and the number
of active KNX partners have
also doubled since 2008.
Despite the economic crisis,
KNX member companies in
some countries experienced
up to 60% growth in sales in
2009. New certified training
centers are being set up at
numerous locations around
the world, for example in
India, South Africa, Australia,
Uruguay and Brazil. KNX is
currently used in more than
100 countries worldwide.

The celebrations to
honour the 20th anniversary
culminated with the KNX
worldwide top event 2010
held at the “Light+Building*
Fair in Frankfurt, the leading
trade fair for architecture and
technology. On April I3, the
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great 20-year jubilee show
including the KNX Award
Ceremony and the world
premier of the new ETS4 took
place in the “Forum“atn the
fairgrounds. Over 1,000 guests
from 54 countries throughout
the world attended the show.
All national KNX groups plan
to organise a jubilee event in
fall (October20, 2010). They
are planning to connect the
worldwide members viaaweb
conference. The active KNX
national groups will organize
their own large-scale national
events in their countries.

On 13 April 2010 in Frank-
furt (Germany), atotalof I |
KNX Awards were presented
for internationally outstan-
ding KNX home and building
control projects. The grand
awards ceremony was part
of the world’s largest KNX
event—the KNX TOP Event
2010 - attended by more
than 1,200 guests from 54
different countries. This
year for the first time, in
order to take account of the
huge diversity of projects
from around the world,
three additional categories
were created for the KNX
Award, each based on a ge-
ographical region: Europe,
Asia, and Africa, America
and Australia. In addition,
in three categories, two
companies were awarded
first place, in recognition of
the extraordinary originality
of the projects entered in
these categories. This year’s
ceremony once again broke
all previous records: four
times more KNX projects
were submitted than just
two years ago, and this time
from 48 different countries.

The KNX Award, which was
created in 1996, is a reflec-
tion of the growth of KNX
around the world. Initially
just a very few projects from
Germany and Switzerland
were entered, whereas in

Godehardt Schneider, President of the
International KNX Association, skillfully
spanned the bridge between the past
and the future of KNX standards in
his keynote address.

Heinz Lux, Director of the International
KNX Association, moderated the three
hour KNX TOP event before 1,000
attendees from 54 countries.

The KNX vision for the next decade was presented by representatives of the
KNX National Groups from China, England, France and Italy.

The awards ceremony at the light + building fair was met with resounding

enthusiasm by the audience.

Various international show acts entertained the KNX TOP Event audience, among
them the Danish Flying Superkids.

recent years more and more
projects have been submitted
from all over the world. At
the eighth ceremony on April
13, 2010, at light+building in
Frankfurt, a total of |1 inter-
national KNX projects recei-
ved awards in eight different
categories, in recognition of
their exceptional originality,
sustainability, and future ori-
entation. Selecting the winners
was no easy task for the jury:
more than four times more
entries were received this
year than just two years ago,
with entries coming from
48 different countries. More
than 1,000 guests from 54
countries attended the award
ceremony, which formed part
of the KNX Top Event at the
light+building trade fair. The

awards were presented by Ms.
Jeglitza-Moshage (Director of
the light+building trade fair)
and Messrs. Wetzel (AIE Pre-
sident), Demarest (Director,
KNX Association), Glasow
(CEO of Andromeda Ltd),
Krabbe (President, KNX Ger-
many), Jakobi (CEO of ZVEH),
Dr. Mittelbach (CEO of ZVEI)
and Conrad (winner of the
“Competition Young Electri-
cians 2008”).

for bus-based installation technology
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Very generally, what is your opinion of
,,bus-based installation technology‘? (Comparison in %)
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87 percent of users foresee a great future for bus technology.

Overthe past few years, bus
technology has become very
firmly established within the
industry. Whereas five years
ago less than one in every
two respondents (47%) fo-
resaw d future for bus-based
installation technology, in
2010 more than 86 percent
of users predict a great
future for the technology.
According to respondents,
the benefits of bus-based
installation technology are:
increased comfort and
convenience, more efficient
energy management, gre-
ater flexibility, and better
building safety and secu-
rity. For the fourth time
running, there was a very
strong consensus among
respondents regarding the
global standard for home
and building automation:
KNX was the clear favou-
rite. These statistics are
taken from an international
market survey" compiled
with the help of South
Westphalia University of
Applied Sciences. The survey
was conducted in April2010
during “Light+Building”, the
world’s largest trade fair for
architecture and technolo-
gy, in Frankfurt, Germany
(The survey is available to
download at http://www.
knx.org/news-press/news/).

Some three quarters of all re-
spondents said that their compa-
nies already use bus technology.
A further |8 percent intend to
use it in the future.

The facilities for which bus tech-
nology is most commonly used
are still lighting (84%) and shut-
tersandblinds (77%). 69 percent
of respondents said that their
companies use bus technology
for controlling heating, air-con-
ditioningand ventilation systems.
One in every two respondents
said that they use bus systems
for safety/security/alarms/fire
alarms/water sensors.

all areas, but particularly in the
areas of multimedia/audio/TV/
internet/telecommunications
and innovative building services.

Companies are making
ever more professional
use of bus technology

The more extensively bus tech-
nology is used, the more skilled
the installers are becoming at
using it. 62 percent of visitors to
Light+Building who participated
in the survey said that their
company had either a high or a
very high level of skill in working
with bus technology.

This result represents a 14
percent increase compared to
the figure for 2005.

a product-neutral questionnaire. The survey was carried out over the duration
of the 2010 Light+Building trade fair in Frankfurt, Germany. Polls took the
form of live interviews, and were conducted in halls 3, 4, 8, 9 and | | at the
fair. Respondents included visitors to the fair from Germany and abroad.

Huge growth in demand -
residential construction
is catching up

Almost three quarters of
respondents expect demand
for the technology in non-re-
sidential buildings to continue
to grow. But use in residential
construction is also becoming
ever more popular: even in
the 2005 survey, every second
participant estimated that
demand for bus technology
in residential buildings would
increase. By 2008 this figure
had risen to as much as 68
percent, and by 2010 to 72
percent.

KNX is the
market leader by far

What are the best-known bus
systems, and what degree of
acceptance have they achie-
ved! The survey also provided
answers to these questions. 78
percent of respondents said
that they were familiar with
KNX. The really important
question, however, was: what
bus technology do you use most
frequently? 76 percent replied
that they work most frequently
with KNX. This represents an
increase of 9 percentage points
compared to 2008. Company-
specific bus systems ranked in
second place, with six percent
of respondents using these
systems most frequently. For
the other suppliers, the figure
was less than four percent.
