Electrical installation technology is currently standing at a crossroads. The popularity of conventional installation methods without the use of bus technology is set to decline in the near future. For this reason it is very important that apprentices and those starting out their careers are familiarised with bus technology and building control right from the start. KNX, as the only provider of a globally-standardised bus technology, is therefore offering a special ETS product for training young electricians in the use of the program. The tasks for the competitors that are set in the international Competition of Young Electricians (CYE) will from now on be based on KNX.
In many vocational schools, a large amount of potential for good, interested apprentices lies dormant. Modern technologies require skilled experts who, once they have completed their apprenticeships, can continue to work in innovative companies providing comprehensive services. The electrical installations of the future will require highly-trained professional people. KNX bus technology presents an excellent opportunity for companies to provide young professionals with good prospects after their apprenticeship is finished, in order to bind them to the company.

KNX member companies will therefore be doing even more in the future to support vocational schools and meet their needs. In training centres building system technology is to be taught increasingly using practical examples. To this end, new hardware modules have been developed for training students in the use of KNX. In addition, the cost of training licences for ETS software has been reduced: the ETS training package, which consists of one instructor’s licence and 10 student licences, is now available at € 1,000. 

CYE puts its trust in KNX

Following the general trend in electrical engineering, the umbrella organisation of the electrical professions in Europe, AIE (Association européene des entreprises de l'installation électrique), has decided that, from now on, the international Competition of Young Electricians (CYE) should be contested on a KNX basis. This will take place for the first time during the international light+building trade fair in Frankfurt. In this, the 10th ever CYE, teams from 12 different countries will be competing: Austria, Belgium, Denmark, France (FFIE), Germany, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Norway, Portugal, Spain and Switzerland.

KNX technology will play an important role here: the practical tasks include work relating to KNX, and so every candidate will need to be familiar with ETS 3. KNX, as the worldwide BUS standard that is equally accepted in all countries, is an ideal technological platform for this international professional competition. 

The key visual for the CYE is the friendly “Konny”, who can be seen in the picture doing some ETS programming. Konny represents the new generation of electricians who have grown up with KNX and for whom the networking and automation of buildings is an everyday matter.
